As Education Coordinator for Sustainable Twin Ports and lead trainer for this year’s cohort, Tracy Meisterheim sees a
win-win situation for participants. “How often do you find the opportunity to improve your community, your
environment and your bottom line with one single strategy? We’re seeing all three happen right here in the Twin Ports
through innovative sustainability training and collaborative networking, because businesses and organizations are ready
to include the value of people and planet in their bottom line.”
