A recent find by an employee
revealed little known facts about
the history of Midland Credit
Union.

When Mindy Cooper, Director
of Operations, requested some
documents from the lowa Divi-
sion of Credit Unions, the Cer-
tificate of Organization they sent
provided interesting insight into
the founding of the credit union
November 29, 1933.

The eight signatures affixed to
the request to establish a credit
union in the state of lowa were
employees of Charles Hewitt &
Sons Company, a Des Moines
grocery established in 1871.

In 1947 the Credit Union be-
came known as Winston and
Newell Employees Credit Union
when officers of the company,
Ben White and Arthur Carlson,
filed an amendment to the certifi-
cate of organization.
