Overdraft Protection Plans—New Form to Sign 
 We have Overdraft Advance courtesy pay that comes with your account and we also overdraft  

protection plans, such as a link to a share account, which may be less expensive than overdraft advance. In most cases, this is  
already active on your account. Available funds in a share account will be accessed before the 

Overdraft Advance is activated. To learn more, ask us about the options that you have. 

 

 The Federal Reserve Board recently passed new regulations requiring all financial 

institutions to obtain an “OPT-IN” form from account holders to continue providing Overdraft 

Services on ATM and one-time debit card transactions clearing your account.  

 

 You will be receiving a letter from the credit union by the end of April which explains 

this service in detail along with an “OPT-IN” form for you to sign. We also have forms at the 

credit union. If you do not provide us with this form we will no longer be authorized to pay 

your ATM and Debit Card Overdraft transactions if funds are not available.  

 

In order to continue receiving the overdraft series that you currently  

receive, you MUST have signed the ñOPT-INò form by July 1, 2010.
