     See details of checks you’ve written, so you can verify the recipient, date, and amount. If 

you would forget to record the amount of a debit card purchase, online banking allows you to 

retrieve a current statement listing the transaction. The best benefit of online banking is that 

you can avoid getting all of your statement in the mail as you can sign up for E-Statements 

and never receive all of that paper at home again.

  * From consumer reporting agencies, we obtain information such as creditworthiness 

and credit history.

We do not disclose any non-public personal information about our members or former 

members to anyone, except as required by law.  

 

Disclosure As Permitted By Law 

We may also disclose information we collect, as described above to service providers 

and companies that perform marketing services on our behalf (for example – check 

printing companies).  

 

Confidentiality and Security 

We restrict access to non-public personal information about you to those employees who 

need to know what information to provide products or services to you. We maintain 

physical, electronic, and procedural safeguards that comply with federal standards to 

guard your non-public information.  

 

If you ever have questions about the integrity of your account information, please con-

tact us. Please keep your information with us current. It is important that we have current 

information on how to reach you. If we detect potentially fraudulent or unauthorized 

activity or use of an account, we will attempt to contact you immediately. If your ad-

dress or phone number changes, please let us know.

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           Phishing: Don’t Take The Bait!                                                  

     There’s a new sport in town that involves some real poachers, it’s called ―phishing.‖ The 

phishermen are trolling for you! 

      Phishers use spam-unwanted e-mail-to lure people into fake Web sites to obtain personal  

information and commit identity theft. Victims receive fraudulent-e-mails containing authentic 

looking logos and familiar graphics. They often will lead to a ―spoofed,‖ or fake site that looks 

authentic. You’re asked to divulge account information or other personal data such as usernames, 

password, and Social Security numbers. 

     Your credit union never will send you an e-mail—or call you by phone—asking for personal 

data. We already have this information. 

      Studies show that most identity theft still occurs when thieves obtain information from  

paper—by digging through trash cans or stealing from mailboxes .Even so, it’s a fact that even 

the most tech-savvy people can be victims of phishing attacks. 

      Also, beware of the letters and checks that you receive in the mail telling you to wire  funds 

back from the check you received. All of the checks are fraudulent and you get stuck with the 

balance that you have wired back to them.  

      BE A CAUTIOUS INTERNET USER AND DONôT FALL FOR PHISHERMEN.

NCUA, with 

the backing of the full faith and credit of the U.S. government, also  

operates and manages the National Credit Union Share Insurance Fund,  

insuring the deposits of nearly 90 million account holders in all federal credit  

unions and the majority of state-chartered credit unions.
