 This will become even more evident in the months to come. The Credit Card Accountability  

Responsibility Disclosure Act of 2009 (CARD Act) limits changes for interest rates, fees and other significant terms on credit 

card accounts. It also requires a longer notice when certain terms are changed, bans certain  

deceptive practices and provides additional protection to consumers.  

 But, as effective dates draw nearer, many banks are doing all they can to boost profits NOW—even gouging  

cost-conscious consumers who maintain good credit. If you have a credit union credit card, you already know about the  

low-interest rate, low fees, reasonable grace period, and great member service that are standard operating procedure at a 

credit union.

Our Privacy Disclosure Policy

  * From membership and loan applications and other forms, we obtain information such as 
name, address, social security number, assets and income. 
  * Information about your transactions with us, our affiliates or other such as your account 
balances, payment history, parties to transactions, and credit card usage. 
  * From consumer reporting agencies, we obtain information such as creditworthiness and 
credit history. 

Categories of Information that We Disclose 
We do not disclose any non-public personal information about our members or former 
members to anyone, except as required by law.  
 

Disclosure As Permitted By Law 
We may also disclose information we collect, as described above to service providers and 
companies that perform marketing services on our behalf (for example – check printing 
companies).  
 

Confidentiality and Security 
We restrict access to non-public personal information about you to those employees who 
need to know what information to provide products or services to you. We maintain physi-
cal, electronic, and procedural safeguards that comply with federal standards to guard your 
non-public information.  
 
If you ever have questions about the integrity of your account information, please contact 
us. Please keep your information with us current. It is important that we have current infor-
mation on how to reach you. If we detect potentially fraudulent or unauthorized activity or 
use of an account, we will attempt to contact you immediately. If your address or phone 
number changes, please let us know.
