Pay down credit card debt

your checking.

If you have earned more than
$10 in dividends, watch your
mail for IRS form 1099 from the
credit union.

Q&A

Q If I bring in a check to be
deposited into my checking

account, when will the funds
be available?

Local checks are held for two
business days when deposited
into a checking account. The
first $100 is available the next
business day and the remaining
balance is available the following
business day.

Exception holds of up to seven days
may apply if the checks deposited in
a day exceed $5,000, or if there is
reasonable cause to doubt
collectability.

Notice: Funds Avdailability
Policy (Regulation CC)

TPSCU’s general policy is to allow
you to withdraw funds deposited into
your account on the first business
day after the day we receive your
deposit. Funds from electronic direct
deposits will be available on the
business day we receive the deposit.

In some cases, we may delay your
ability to withdraw funds up to seven
days. The length of the delay varies
depending on the type of deposit.

A detailed Funds Availability Policy
is available by request at the credit
union.

SCAM ALERT
If you get a phone call or text
message asking you to give or
confirm credit card or personal
information, hang up. Then call
your credit union or the financial
institution that issued the card.
