As the weather gets warmer, and your list of springtime chores
grow, remember that your Debit Card is a valuable, time-saving
tool. You can use it at the home improvement store, car wash,
garden center, or the dry cleaner. But rather than press ‘debit’ and
enter your PIN, press ‘credit’ at the keypad and sign for your
purchases. When you use your card as ‘credit’, you are protected by
Zero Liability You have 100% protection against unauthorized use
of your card if it is ever lost or stolen.

Every purchase you make with your Debit Card comes directly from
your checking account. You get a receipt and see the purchases
listed on your statement. You may also use your card to pay bills
and avoid the hassle of writing checks.

Use your Debit Card 10 times between March 1, 2010 and March

Just can’t say it enough!!!! Still carrying around your checkbook or a wallet full of dead presidents? Lighten up with a
check card from your credit union. A check card allows you access to your credit union checking account at ATMs as well
as most merchants who accept credit cards. It looks like a credit card, but it acts like a check. That means you just need to
account for your withdrawal by subtracting the amount from your checking account balance. And, there are no worries
about paying interest on a credit card transaction. With your check card from the credit union, you have the convenience
of using a credit card, without its consequences. It's safer than carrying cash or your checkbook, too, because there are
consumer protections available to you. To find out more about getting a check card, contact the credit union.. If you must
stop at one, be sure it is well lit and in a heavy traffic area.

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Is Your Safe Safe? 3¢
Are you thinking of purchasing a fireproof safe to keep
your important documents and/or computer data safe?
Here is some important information to consider before
buying a safe:

1. Be sure to buy only (UL) certified fireproof safes.
They have undergone extensive independent tests to
ensure the rating and quality of the safes.

2. There are three class ratings: A 125 rating protects
computer and electronic media, film, photographs,
tapes, diskettes, and can protect paper. A 150 rating
only protects some media types. A 350 rating protects
papers items.

3. Not all fireproof safes protect against water damage
except during a fire. The pressure and expansion
created by the heat of a fire tends to keep water out.

4. Understanding the fire rating label: For example, a
UL Class label reading 125 2-hour fire rating means
that when exposed to external temperatures of over
1700 degrees, the internal temperature of the safe will
not exceed 125 degrees for at least two hours. The 125-
degree rating is the temperature at which digital media
is ruined, so safes with this class of listing are designed
to protect records stored digitally such as back-up CDs,
DVDs, diskettes, and tapes. This type of rating will also
protect paper products along with film and negatives.

"Being on the wrong card can cost people thousands more a
year in interest rates and fees," says Schwark Satyavolu, a co-
founder of comparison tool BillShrink.com.

Also
mark a folder for other information, such as the receipts for any
energy efficiency improvements you made that qualify for a tax
credit or a deductible contribution to a Traditional IRA. As forms
from the credit union, any brokerage firms and other financial
institutions arrive in the mail, put them in your income folder
along with the tax information from your employer. Go through
your checkbook register, credit card statements, and other
receipts to look for your deductible items. Gathering the
information over time means that when you are ready to tackle
your taxes you will experience less stress. You'll have everything
at hand. You can crunch the numbers faster if you do the taxes
yourself or have a neat package ready for your tax advisor.
