Seats Open: Three open seats elected by membership. 

Term:  1-2 year term (2010-2012) 
 2-3 year term (2010-2013) 
 

Time Required:  Prepare for and attend monthly meetings  
(3rd Thursday of each month), retreats (1-2 per year),  
Chapter/Committee meetings (1 hour per month). 
 

Duties:  The Board of Directors represent the members of GRFCU by providing overall direction, setting policy 
and objectives, monitoring goals and financial data, approving the annual budget, and reporting action to the 
membership.   
 

Qualifications:  Must be a primary member for one year, 18 years of age or older, and in good standing with the 
credit union.  The Nominating Committee will evaluate candidates on policy development experience, planning 
skills, and committee and volunteer experience.  Board members must make a personal commitment to the time 
required to learn about GRFCU, it’s products and services, and laws and regulations, to maintain all business and 
member affairs in a professional and confidential manner and to refrain from any conduct which may present a 
conflict of interest.   
 

Nomination Process:  Return application/resume to the Nominating Committee by September 11th, 2009.  Nomination 
by petition for a Board of Directors position may also be made to the Nominating Committee, signed by 1% of the total 
membership, with a minimum of 20 and a maximum of 500.  This petition must show the member’s signature, printed 
name, and   account number.  Nominations by petition forms are available at the St. Cloud GRFCU location and must be 
returned by    November 30, 2009.  Procedures to propose a resolution to adopt, amend, or repeal bylaws:  Such 
resolutions or proposals must be presented in petition form and must be signed by 3% of the total membership and   
returned to the Chairperson of the Board of Directors by November 30th, 2009.  The petition is presented to the Board of 
Directors who, in turn, will take matters under advisement.  If the Board concurs, they will vote to amend the Bylaws as 
spelled out in Article XUII.  The petition must show the member’s signature, printed name, and account number.  The 
petition forms are available at the St. Cloud GRFCU office.
