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Dear Shareholder:

Please find enclosed the Annual Report and Proxy Statement as of December 31, 2007.  Be sure to sign and return
your Proxy Card and we welcome you to attend our Annual Meeting scheduled for Wednesday, April 30, 2008.  

Net Income was $538,000 compared to the prior year of $595,000 representing a decrease of 9.58%. Return on
Average Assets was .39%, which compared fairly well to the Office of Thrift Supervision Regulated Thrift
Industry, which posted a Return on Average Assets of .19%. Net Interest Income, which is the difference of Total
Interest and Dividend Income minus Total Interest Expense finished the year at $3,870,000 which resulted from an
Interest Rate Spread of 2.60% compared to a 2.94% for the prior year. The narrowing of our Interest Rate Spread
contributed to our Income being less than the prior year and the improvement of that Spread is our principal focus
for 2008.

Our Average Equity to Average Asset ratio was 9.83%, which exceeded the Thrift Industry ratio of 9.46%. Our core
and risk-based capital ratios continue to sustain Home City’s designation as well capitalized under Office of Thrift
Supervision regulations.

Our Noninterest Expense representing salaries, occupancy, equipment, data processing, professional fees, 
franchise taxes and other expenses closed the year at $3,330,000. This continues a favorable trend of decreases in
such expenses over the last several years, setting aside last year’s increment in professional fees for the “going pri-
vate” process.  

The upcoming year will be especially challenging with economists predicting the Federal Reserve will continue to
cut rates to stimulate the U.S. economy. Our economy is facing a housing recession and a deteriorating job mar-
ket. Our goal is to increase our volume of loans while monitoring an appropriate level of credit risk and to contin-
ue to reprice our deposits competitively. 

As shareholders, please consider us for all your banking and business needs.

BUSINESS OF HOME CITY FINANCIAL CORPORATION

Home City Financial Corporation, a unitary savings and loan holding company incorporated in 1996 under the
laws of the State of Ohio ("HCFC"), owns all of the issued and outstanding common shares of Home City Federal
Savings Bank of Springfield, a savings association chartered under the laws of the United States ("Home City").
In December 1996, HCFC acquired all of the common shares issued by Home City upon its conversion from a
mutual savings association to a stock savings association (the "Conversion").  Since its formation, HCFC's activi-
ties have been limited primarily to holding the common shares of Home City.  

Home City is a savings association principally engaged in the business of making permanent first and second
mortgage loans secured by one- to four-family residential real estate and nonresidential real estate located in Home
City's primary lending area and investing in U.S. Government and federal agency obligations, interest-earning
deposits in other financial institutions, mortgage-backed securities and municipal securities.  Home City also orig-
inates loans for the construction of residential real estate and loans secured by multifamily real estate (over four
units), commercial loans and consumer loans.  The origination of commercial loans constitutes a growing portion
of Home City's lending activities.  Funds for lending and investment activities are obtained primarily from deposits,
which are insured up to applicable limits by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (the "FDIC"), repayments
of loans and mortgage-backed and related securities, advances from the Federal Home Loan Bank (the "FHLB")
and other short-term borrowings.  Home City conducts business from its offices located in Springfield, Ohio.
Home City's primary lending area consists of Clark County, Ohio, and adjacent counties. 

As a savings and loan holding company, HCFC is subject to regulation, supervision and examination by the
Office of Thrift Supervision of the United States Department of the Treasury (the "OTS").  As a savings associa-
tion chartered under the laws of the United States, Home City is subject to regulation, supervision and examina-
tion by the OTS and the FDIC.  Home City is also a member of the FHLB of Cincinnati.

The following tables set forth certain information concerning the consolidated financial condition, earnings
and other data regarding HCFC at the dates and for the periods indicated.  The financial information should be read
in conjunction with the consolidated financial statements and notes thereto included elsewhere herein.

MANAGEMENT'S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS 
OR PLAN OF OPERATION

General

Home City Federal Savings Bank of Springfield converted from a mutual federal savings association to a stock
federal savings association on December 30, 1996.  In connection with the Conversion, 952,200 common shares
of Home City Financial Corporation were sold, generating net proceeds of $8.3 million after Conversion expens-
es. Of this amount, $4.6 million was utilized to purchase 100% of the common stock of Home City, and the bal-
ance was utilized to purchase investments, loan funds to the Home City Financial Corporation Employee Stock
Ownership Plan (the "ESOP") and for other purposes.  

The following discussion and analysis of the financial condition and results of operations of HCFC and Home
City should be read in conjunction with and with reference to the consolidated financial statements, and the notes
thereto, presented in this Annual Report. 

Forward-Looking Statements

In addition to the historical information contained herein, the following discussion contains forward-looking
statements that involve risks and uncertainties.  Economic circumstances, the operations of Home City, and
HCFC's actual results could differ significantly from those discussed in the forward-looking statements.  Some of
the factors that could cause or contribute to such differences are discussed herein, but also include changes in the
economy and changes in interest rates in the nation and HCFC's primary market area.

Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, some of the forward-looking statements included herein are
the statements under the following headings and regarding the following matters:

1. Financial Condition:  Management's statements regarding the amount and adequacy of the allowance for
loan losses at December 31, 2007.

2. Comparison of Results of Operations for the Fiscal Years Ended December 31, 2007 and 2006.  Provision
for Loan Losses:  Management's statements regarding the adequacy of the allowance for loan losses at December
31, 2007.

3. Liquidity and Capital Resources:  Management's belief that liquidity and capital reserves are sufficient to
meet its outstanding short- and long-term needs.

Financial Condition

HCFC's consolidated total assets amounted to $137.8 million at December 31, 2007, a decrease of $8.5 mil-
lion, or 5.83%, from the $146.3 million in total assets at December 31, 2006.  The decrease in assets resulted pri-
marily from the $5.6 million decrease in cash and cash equivalents and the $2.5 million decrease in net loans.

Cash and cash equivalents and investment securities totaled $10.5 million at December 31, 2007, a decrease
of $6.2 million, or 37.26%, from December 31, 2006.  This decrease resulted mainly from the funding of $2.9 mil-
lion in deposit outflows and $5.6 million of FHLB advance net payoffs, offset in part by the funding of the $2.7
million increase in gross loan balances. With interest rates emerging from historically low levels, HCFC continues
to monitor the maturities of its investments so as to minimize extension risk while still obtaining a reasonable
return on its investments in the short term.
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Net loans receivable totaled $116.9 million at December 31, 2007, a decrease of $2.5 million, or 2.05%, from
the $119.4 million total at December 31, 2006.  During the year ended December 31, 2007, loan originations
amounted to $26.0 million, with one- to four-family mortgage loans comprising $15.0 million and commercial
lending comprising $5.7 million.  Such originations were more than offset by principal repayments including sev-
eral large payoffs.

Home City's allowance for loan losses totaled $1,182,000 at December 31, 2007, which represented 1.00% of
total loans and 83.89% of non-performing loans. At December 31, 2006, the allowance for loan losses totaled
$1,481,000, an amount which represented 1.23% of total loans and 107.16% of non-performing loans.  Even
though the pace of economic recovery has been slower and unemployment levels have been higher in our demo-
graphic area, our delinquency statistics still compare favorably to our peers.  Management has continued to empha-
size the consideration of both local and national economic factors in determining the adequacy of the allowance
for loan losses.

Non-performing loans were $1,409,000 and $1,382,000 at December 31, 2007 and 2006, respectively, and rep-
resented 1.21% and 1.16% of total loans at such dates.  All loans classified as non-performing at December 31,
2007, were either under a workout plan or being refinanced elsewhere, the underlying collateral was in the process
of being sold, or foreclosure action was being initiated.  Although management believes that its allowance for loan
losses at December 31, 2007, was adequate based upon the facts and circumstances available to it, there can be no
assurance that additions to such allowance will not be necessary in future periods.  Such additions could adverse-
ly affect HCFC's results of operations.

Deposits totaled $93.7 million at December 31, 2007, a decrease of $2.9 million, or 3.00%, from  $96.6 mil-
lion at December 31, 2006.  Demand, savings, NOW and money market deposits decreased by $1.4 million, while
time deposits decreased by $1.5 million.  The former reflects the diminished Prime Statement savings account bal-
ances as depositors shifted to short-term certificates with the Bank or sought investment opportunities elsewhere
as rates continued their measured rise across the year.  Home City closely monitors its certificate maturities and
the composition of its Prime Statement Savings deposits and offers competitive interest rates in its deposit market.
Advances from the FHLB decreased from $34.8 million at December 31, 2006, to $29.2 million at December 31,
2007, a decrease of $5.6 million, or 16.22%.

Shareholders' equity totaled $13,355,000 at December 31, 2007, a decrease of $64,000, or 0.48%, from
$13,419,000 at December 31, 2006, primarily due to net earnings of $538,000 which was more than offset by the
decrease of $167,000 in comprehensive income resulting from an unrealized loss on securities available for sale
and by the payment of $402,000 in dividends on common stock.

Comparison of Results of Operations for the Fiscal Years Ended December 31, 2007 and 2006

General. Net income for the year ended December 31, 2007, was $538,000, a decrease of $57,000, or 9.58%,
from the $595,000 in net income recorded in 2006.  The decrease in net income resulted primarily from the
$554,000 decrease in net interest income and an $82,000 increase in the provision for loan losses, both of which
were partially offset by a $309,000 increase in noninterest income, a $243,000 decrease in noninterest expense
and a $27,000 decrease in the provision for federal income taxes.

Net Interest Income. Net interest income totaled $3.9 million for the year ended December 31, 2007, a
decrease of $554,000, or 12.52%, from the $4.4 million recorded in 2006.  Interest income on loans decreased by
$492,000, or 5.60%, during 2007 mostly due to a decrease in the average balance of loans receivable.  Interest
income in investment securities decreased by $8,000, or 10.96%, for the year ended December 31, 2007, compared
to fiscal 2006. The average investment in federal funds sold during 2007 was $6.3 million compared to an average
investment of $2.9 milion in 2006, which, together with a higher yield, resulted in a net increase of $181,000 in
interest income from the federal funds position. 
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Interest expense on deposits increased by $549,000, or 18.99%, during 2007, almost entirely due to an
increase in the weighted-average rate paid on a slightly increasing average balance of deposits.  Interest expense
on FHLB advances decreased by $256,000, or 13.63%, due primarily to a decrease in the average balance of
advances paired with a slight decrease in the weighted-average rate paid on those advances.

As a result of the foregoing changes in interest income and interest expense, the interest rate spread decreased
by 34 basis points, to 2.60% for 2007, as compared to 2.94% for 2006, while the net interest margin decreased by
31 basis points to 3.00% for the year ended December 31, 2007, from 3.31% for last year.

Provision for Loan Losses. Home City maintains an allowance for loan losses in an amount that, in manage-
ment's judgment, is adequate to absorb reasonably foreseeable losses inherent in the loan portfolio.  The provision
for loan losses is determined by management as the amount to be added to the allowance for loan losses, after net
charge-offs have been deducted, to bring the allowance to a level that is considered adequate to absorb losses inher-
ent in the loan portfolio in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles ("GAAP").

Home City had net charge-offs of $499,000 and $14,000 during the years ended December 31, 2007 and 2006,
respectively.  Home City's charge-off history is a product of a variety of factors, including Home City's underwrit-
ing guidelines and the composition of its loan portfolio.  Loans secured by real estate made up a significant por-
tion of Home City's loan portfolio, and, of that portion, loans secured by first mortgages on one- to four-family res-
idential real estate was 52.19% of total loans at December 31, 2007.  Such loans typically present less risk to a
lender than loans not secured by real estate. Substantially all of Home City's loans are secured by properties in its
primary market area. 

The provision for loan losses was $200,000 and $118,000 for the years ended December 31, 2007 and 2006,
respectively.  The ratio of non-performing loans to total loans increased to 1.21% in 2007 from 1.16% in 2006  At
December 31, 2007 and 2006, Home City had a ratio of allowance for loan losses to total loans of 1.00% and
1.23%, respectively, and ratios of allowance for loan losses to non-performing loans of 83.89% and 107.16%.  Due
to such ratios of non-performing loans to total assets, historical charge-offs, delinquency history, and the level of
commercial lending, the provisions of $200,000 and $118,000 made in 2007 and 2006, respectively, were deemed
appropriate by management to absorb reasonably foreseeable loan losses.

Noninterest Income. Noninterest income totaled $413,000 for the year ended December 31, 2007, an increase
of $309,000, or 297.12%, from the $104,000 recorded in 2006.  The increase was mainly due to last year’s
$144,000 one-time write-down of the impaired FNMA preferred stock as well as this year’s collection of $100,000
of interest on loans that had been in receivership or non-accrual. Also a portion of the credit card portfolio was sold
this year at a gain of $11,000.
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Noninterest Expense. Noninterest expense decreased by $243,000, or 6.80%, to a total of $3.3 million for
the year ended December 31, 2007, as compared to 2006.  This decrease was primarily due to the reduction of the
legal and consulting fees attributable to the successful “going private” process which were incurred last year.

Federal Income Taxes. The provision for federal income taxes totaled $215,000 for the year ended December
31, 2007, a decrease of $27,000, or 11.16%, from the $242,000 provision recorded in fiscal 2006. This decrease
was primarily the result of decreased taxable income in 2007, which resulted in an effective tax rate of 28.55% in
2007 versus 28.91% in 2006.

Critical Accounting Policies. The accounting and reporting policies of Home City are in accordance with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States and conform to general practices within the banking
industry. Home City’s significant accounting policies are described in detail in the notes to Home City’s consoli-
dated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2007. The preparation of financial statements in con-
formity with generally accepted accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions.
The financial position and results of operations can be affected by these estimates and assumptions and are inte-
gral to the understanding of reported results. Critical accounting policies are those policies that management
believes are the most important to the portrayal of Home City’s financial condition and results, and they require
management to make estimates that are difficult, subjective, or complex.    

The policy of management with respect to the amount of the allowance for loan losses is a critical accounting
policy for Home City. Management evaluates the adequacy of the allowance for loan losses each quarter based on
management’s regular review of the loan portfolio and consideration of such factors as historical loss experience,
generally prevailing economic conditions, changes in the size and composition of the loan portfolio and consider-
ations relating to specific loans, including the ability of the borrower to repay the loan and the estimated value of
the underlying collateral.

Some types of loans are inherently more risky than others.  The allowance for commercial loans, nonresiden-
tial real estate loans and multifamily real estate loans, which generally carry more risk than single-family residen-
tial real estate loans, is determined based upon the individual credit relationships and national and local economic
factors that could affect such borrowers, as well as actual loss histories.  The allowance recorded for homogeneous
consumer loans is based on an analysis of loan mix, risk characteristics of the portfolio, fraud loss and bankrupt-
cy experiences, and historical losses, adjusted for current trends, for each homogeneous category or group of loans.
The allowance for one- to four-family residential real estate is based upon an analysis of national and local eco-
nomic conditions and loss histories.  The allowance for impaired loans is based on the collateral for collateral-
dependent loans or the discounted cash flows using the loan’s effective interest rate.

Although management utilizes its best judgment and information available, the ultimate adequacy of the
allowance is dependent upon a variety of factors.  Undetected losses are probable due to inherent delays in obtain-
ing information regarding a borrower’s financial condition or changes in their unique business conditions; the judg-
mental nature of individual loan evaluations, collateral assessments and interpretations of economic trends; the
volatility of economic or customer-specific conditions affecting the identification and estimation of losses for larg-
er non-homogeneous credits; and the sensitivity of assumptions utilized to establish allowances for homogeneous
groups of loans.

Asset and Liability Management

Home City, like other financial institutions, is subject to interest rate risk to the extent that its interest-earning
assets reprice differently than its interest-bearing liabilities. As part of its effort to monitor and manage interest rate
risk, Home City uses the net portfolio value (“NPV”) methodology adopted by the OTS as part of its capital reg-
ulations but the enforcement of which has been waived by the OTS.

Generally, NPV is the discounted present value of the difference between incoming cash flows on interest-
earning and other assets and outgoing cash flows on interest-bearing and other liabilities. The application of the 
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methodology attempts to quantify interest rate risk as the change in the NPV that would result from a theoretical
200 basis point change in market interest rates. Both a 200 basis point increase in market interest rates and a 200
basis point decrease in market interest rates are considered.

Presented below, as of December 31, 2007, is an analysis of Home City’s interest rate risk as measured by
changes in NPV for instantaneous and sustained parallel shifts of 100 basis points in market interest rates. The
table also contains the policy limits set by the Board of Directors of Home City as the maximum changes in NPV
that the Board of Directors deems advisable in the event of various changes in interest rates. Such limits have been
established with consideration of the dollar impact of various rate changes and Home City’s strong capital position.

As illustrated in the table, Home City's NPV is now slightly more sensitive to declining rates than rising rates.
Differences in sensitivity occur principally because, as rates rise, borrowers do not prepay fixed-rate loans as
quickly as they do when interest rates are declining.  As a result, in a rising interest rate environment, the amount
of interest Home City would receive on its loans would increase relatively slowly as loans are slowly repaid and
new loans at higher rates are made.  Moreover, the interest Home City would pay on its deposits would increase
because Home City's deposits generally have shorter periods to repricing.  Because Home City has not originated
loans in accordance with traditional secondary market guidelines, the sale of fixed-rate loans may be difficult.  In
addition, increases in interest rates can also result in the flow of funds away from savings institutions into direct
investments or other investment vehicles, such as mutual funds, which may pay higher rates of return than savings
institutions.  Assumptions used in calculating the amounts in this table are OTS assumptions.

The NPV table indicates that at each 100 basis point increment, the change in Home City's NPV that would
have been caused by the respective interest rate shock was within the policy limits set by the Board of Directors.
The Board of Directors considers the results of each quarterly analysis and factors the information into its deci-
sions in adjusting the pricing of loans and deposits in the future.

As with any method of measuring interest rate risk, certain shortcomings are inherent in the NPV approach.
For example, although certain assets and liabilities may have similar maturities or periods of repricing, they may
react in different degrees to changes in market rates.  Also, the interest rates on certain types of assets and liabili-
ties may fluctuate in advance of changes in market rates, while interest rates on other types may lag behind changes
in market rates.  Further, in the event of a change in interest rates, expected rates of prepayment on loans and mort-
gage-backed securities and early withdrawal levels from certificates of deposit would likely deviate significantly
from those assumed in making the risk calculations.  

If interest rates continue to decline from the recent levels, Home City's net interest income will be slightly neg-
atively affected, although those same declining interest rates may also positively affect Home City's earnings due
to potentially increased loan demand. In order to maintain Home City's net interest margin, management is contin-
ually developing and modifying their strategies to stimulate the demand for quality loans and tailoring the types of
loan products available that can be adjusted to match the current market conditions.  Additional alternative sources
of funding are being explored in anticipation of possible interest rate fluctuations.
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Liquidity and Capital Resources

Home City's liquidity, primarily represented by cash and cash equivalents, is a result of its operating, invest-
ing and financing activities.  These activities are summarized below for the years presented:

Home City's principal sources of funds are deposits, loan and mortgage-backed securities repayments, matu-
rities of securities and other funds provided by operations.  Home City also borrows from the FHLB of Cincinnati.
While scheduled loan repayments and maturing investments are relatively predictable, deposit flows and early loan
and mortgage-backed security prepayments are more influenced by interest rates, general economic conditions and
competition.  Home City maintains investments in liquid assets based upon management's assessment of (i) the
need for funds, (ii) expected deposit flows, (iii) the yields available on short-term liquid assets and (iv) the objec-
tives of the asset/liability management program.  In the ordinary course of business, part of such liquid investment
portfolio is composed of deposits at correspondent banks.  Although the amount on deposit at such banks often
exceeds the $100,000 limit covered by FDIC insurance, Home City monitors the capital of such institutions to
ensure that such deposits do not expose Home City to undue risk of loss.

OTS regulations require Home City to maintain an average daily balance of liquid assets, which may include,
but are not limited to, investments in United States Treasury obligations, federal agency obligations and other
investments having maturities of five years or less, in an amount sufficient to provide a source of relatively liquid
funds upon which Home City may rely if necessary to fund deposit withdrawals or other short-term funding needs.
At December 31, 2007, Home City's regulatory liquidity ratio was 12.73% of its average daily balances of net with-
drawable deposit accounts and borrowings payable in one year or less.  At such date, Home City had commitments
to originate loans totaling $1,779,000 and no commitments to sell loans.  Home City considers its liquidity and
capital reserves sufficient to meet its outstanding short- and long-term needs.  Adjustments to liquidity and capital
reserves may be necessary, however, if loan demand increases more than expected or if deposits decrease substan-
tially.  See Note 9 of the Notes to Consolidated Financial Statements regarding Regulatory Matters.

Impact of Inflation and Changing Prices

The financial statements and related data presented herein have been prepared in accordance with GAAP,
which require the measurement of financial position and results of operations primarily in terms of historical dol-
lars without considering changes in the relative purchasing power of money over time because of inflation.

Virtually all assets and liabilities of HCFC are monetary in nature.  As a result, interest rates have a more sig-
nificant impact on performance than the effects of general levels of inflation.

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NOTE 1: NATURE OF OPERATIONS AND SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING 
POLICIES

Nature of Operations

Home City Financial Corporation ("Company") is a thrift holding company whose principal activity is
the ownership and management of its wholly-owned subsidiary, Home City Federal Savings Bank of
Springfield ("Bank").  The Bank is primarily engaged in providing a full range of banking and financial
services to individual and corporate customers in Clark County, Ohio.  The Bank is subject to competi-
tion from other financial institutions.  The Bank is subject to the regulation of certain federal and state
agencies and undergoes periodic examinations by those regulatory authorities.  The Bank’s wholly-owned
subsidiary, Homciti Service Corporation ("Service Corp."), had held the stock of the Bank’s data service
provider, Intrieve Incorporated, until redemption of Intrieve’s stock in 2005. The Service Corp. remains
dormant as of December 31, 2007.

Principles of Consolidation

The consolidated financial statements include the accounts of the Company, the Bank and the Service
Corp.  All significant intercompany accounts and transactions have been eliminated in consolidation.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in
the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the
reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of
the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting period.
Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Material estimates that are particularly susceptible to significant change relate to the determination of the
allowance for loan losses.  In connection with the determination of the allowance for loan losses, man-
agement obtains independent appraisals for significant properties.

The Company considers all liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less to be cash
equivalents.

Securities

All securities are classified as available for sale.  Available-for-sale securities, which include any securi-
ty for which the Company has no immediate plan to sell but which may be sold in the future, are carried
at fair value.  Unrealized gains and losses are recorded, net of related income tax effects, in other com-
prehensive income. 

Amortization of premiums and accretion of discounts are recorded as interest income from securities.
Realized gains and losses are recorded as net security gains (losses).  Gains and losses on sales of secu-
rities are determined on the specific-identification method. 

The Company evaluates its securities portfolio for impairment throughout the year. An impairment is
recorded against individual equity securities if their cost significantly exceeds their fair value for a sub-
stantial amount of time. An impairment is also recorded for investments in debt securities, unless the
decrease in fair value is attributed to interest rates and management has the intent and ability to retain the
investment in the issuer for a period of time sufficient to allow for any anticipated recovery in market
value.
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Loans

Loans that management has the intent and ability to hold for the foreseeable future or until maturity or
payoffs are reported at their outstanding principal balances adjusted for any charge-offs, the allowance
for loan losses, any deferred fees or costs on originated loans and unamortized premiums or discounts on
purchased loans.  Interest income is reported on the interest method and includes amortization of net
deferred loan fees and costs over the loan term.  Generally, loans are placed on non-accrual status at nine-
ty days past due and interest is considered a loss, unless the loan is well-secured and in the process of
collection.

Allowance for Loan Losses

The allowance for loan losses is established as losses are estimated to have occurred through a provision
for loan losses charged to income.  Loan losses are charged against the allowance when management
believes the uncollectibility of a loan balance is confirmed.  Subsequent recoveries, if any, are credited
to the allowance.

The allowance for loan losses is evaluated on a regular basis by management and is based upon manage-
ment’s periodic review of the collectibility of the loans in light of historical experience, the nature and
volume of the loan portfolio, adverse situations that may affect the borrower’s ability to repay, estimated
value of any underlying collateral and prevailing economic conditions.  This evaluation is inherently sub-
jective as it requires estimates that are susceptible to significant revision as more information becomes
available.

A loan is considered impaired when, based on current information and events, it is probable that the Bank
will be unable to collect the scheduled payments of principal or interest when due according to the con-
tractual terms of the loan agreement.  Factors considered by management in determining impairment
include payment status, collateral value and the probability of collecting scheduled principal and interest
payments when due.  Loans that experience insignificant payment delays and payment shortfalls gener-
ally are not classified as impaired.  Management determines the significance of payment delays and pay-
ment shortfalls on a case-by-case basis, taking into consideration all of the circumstances surrounding
the loan and the borrower, including the length of the delay, the reasons for the delay, the borrower’s prior
payment record and the amount of the shortfall in relation to the principal and interest owed.  Impairment
is measured on a loan-by-loan basis for commercial and construction loans by either the present value of
expected future cash flows discounted at the loan’s effective interest rate, the loan’s obtainable market
price or the fair value of the collateral if the loan is collateral dependent.

Large groups of smaller balance homogeneous loans are collectively evaluated for impairment.
Accordingly, the Bank does not separately identify individual consumer and residential loans for impair-
ment measurements.

Premises and Equipment

Depreciable assets are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation.  Depreciation is charged to expense
using the straight-line method over the estimated useful lives of the assets.  

Federal Home Loan Bank Stock

Federal Home Loan Bank stock is a required investment for institutions that are members of the Federal
Home Loan Bank system.  The required investment in the common stock is based on a predetermined
formula.
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Foreclosed Assets Held for Sale

Assets acquired through, or in lieu of, loan foreclosure are held for sale and are initially recorded at fair
value at the date of foreclosure, establishing a new cost basis.  Subsequent to foreclosure, valuations are
periodically performed by management and the assets are carried at the lower of carrying amount or fair
value less cost to sell.  Revenue and expenses from operations and changes in the valuation allowance are
included in net income or expense from foreclosed assets.

Treasury Shares

Treasury shares are stated at cost.  Cost is determined by the first-in, first-out method.

Income Taxes

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are recognized for the tax effects of differences between the financial statement
and tax bases of assets and liabilities.  A valuation allowance is established to reduce deferred tax assets if it is
more likely than not that a deferred tax asset will not be realized.  The Company files consolidated income tax
returns with its subsidiaries.

Earnings Per Share

Earnings per share have been computed based upon the weighted-average common shares outstanding during each
year.  Unearned ESOP shares and RRP shares which have not vested have been excluded from the computation of
average shares outstanding.

There were no securities sales or impairment losses in 2007. During 2006, certain equity securities were deemed
other than temporarily impaired by management and were written down to their fair value in the fourth quarter.
This impairment loss amounted to $144,000. 

Certain investments in debt and equity securities are reported in the financial statements at an amount less than
their historical cost.  Total fair value of these investments at December 31, 2007, was $866,000, which is 100% of
the Company’s available-for-sale investment portfolio.  Total fair value of these investments at December 31, 2006,
was $562,000, which was approximately 38% of the Company’s available-for-sale investment portfolio.

Management believes that mortgage-backed securities’ and equity securities’ declines in fair value are temporary
based on available evidence of recent changes in market interest rates. Management has both the intent and abili-
ty to hold these investments until more favorable market interest rate scenarios are attained. Expected maturities
of mortgage-backed securities will differ from contractual maturities because borrowers may generally prepay obli-
gations without prepayment penalties.

Should the impairment of any of these securities become other than temporary, the cost basis of the investment will
be reduced and the resulting loss recognized in net income in the period the other-than-temporary impairment is
identified.

NOTE 9: REGULATORY MATTERS

The Bank is subject to various regulatory capital requirements administered by the federal banking agencies.
Failure to meet minimum capital requirements can initiate certain mandatory and possibly additional discre-
tionary actions by regulators that, if undertaken, could have a direct material effect on the Bank’s financial state-
ments.  Under capital adequacy guidelines and the regulatory framework for prompt corrective action, the Bank
must meet specific capital guidelines that involve quantitative measures of the Bank’s assets, liabilities, and cer-
tain off-balance-sheet items as calculated under regulatory accounting practices.  The Bank’s capital amounts and
classification are also subject to qualitative judgments by the regulators about components, risk weightings and
other factors.

Quantitative measures established by regulation to ensure capital adequacy require the Bank to maintain mini-
mum amounts and ratios (set forth in the table below).  Management believes, as of December 31, 2007 and
2006, that the Bank meets all capital adequacy requirements to which it is subject.

As of December 31, 2007, the most recent notification from Office of Thrift Supervision categorized the Bank
as well capitalized under the regulatory framework for prompt corrective action. To be categorized as well capi-
talized, the Bank must maintain minimum total risk-based, Tier I risk-based and Tier I leverage ratios as set forth
in the table. There are no conditions or events since that notification that management believes have changed the
Bank’s category.

The Supervisory Agreement which the bank had entered into with the OTS on August 22, 2005, was terminated
effective March 26, 2007.

NOTE 10: RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

NOTE 11: EMPLOYEE BENEFITS

The Company has a retirement savings 401(k) plan covering substantially all employees.  Employees may con-
tribute up to 15% of their compensation with the Company matching 75% of the employee’s contribution on the
first 6% of the employee’s compensation.  Employer contributions charged to expense for 2007 and 2006 were
$47,000 and $44,000, respectively.

As part of the conversion in 1996, the Company established an ESOP covering substantially all employees of the
Company and Bank.  The ESOP acquired shares of the Company common stock at $10 per share in the conver-
sion with funds provided by a loan from the Company.  Accordingly, the common stock acquired by the ESOP
was shown as a reduction of shareholders’ equity.  Shares are released to participants proportionately as the loan
is repaid.  Dividends on allocated shares are recorded as dividends and charged to retained earnings.  Dividends
on unallocated shares are used to repay the loan and are treated as compensation expense.  Compensation
expense is recorded equal to the fair market value of the stock when contributions, which are determined annual-
ly by the Board of Directors of the Company and Bank, are made to the ESOP.

For companies not listed on NASDAQ, government regulations require an employer with an ESOP to provide a
put option to the plan’s participants of their investments in the company’s stock at the fair value price. This regu-
lation was enacted to provide a ready market for the participant when otherwise a market may not readily exist.
At December 31, 2007, the ESOP held 87,873 shares of the Company’s stock with a total estimated value of
approximately $940,000.

NOTE 12: SHARE-BASED AWARD PLANS

On December 31, 2007, the Company has two share-based compensation plan(s), which are described below.
The compensation cost that has been charged against income for those plans was $48,000 and $45,000 for 2007
and 2006, respectively. The total income tax benefit recognized in the income statement for share-based compen-
sation arrangements was $16,000 and $15,000 for 2007 and 2006, respectively.

The Company’s Stock Option Plan, (the SOP) which is shareholder approved, permits the grant of share options
and shares to its employees for up to 131,422 shares of common stock. The Company also has a Recognition and
Retention Plan (the RRP) which provides for the award and issuance of up to 38,088 shares of the Company’s
stock to members of the Board of Directors and management. The Company believes that such awards better
align the interests of its employees with those of its shareholders. Option awards are generally granted with an
exercise price equal to the market price of the Company’s stock at the date of grant; those options awards 
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generally vest based on five years of continuous service and have ten year contractual terms. Share awards gen-
erally vest over  five years. Certain option and share awards provide for accelerated vesting if there is a change
in control (as defined in the Plan).

The fair value of each option award is estimated on the date of grant using a closed form option valuation model
that uses the assumptions noted in the following table. Expected volatility is based on historical volatility of the
Company’s stock and other factors. The Company uses historical data to estimate option exercise and employee
termination within the valuation model; separate groups of employees that have similar historical exercise behav-
ior are considered separately for valuation purposes. The expected term of options granted is derived from the
output of the option valuation model and represents the period of time that options granted are expected to be
outstanding; the range given below results from certain groups of employees exhibiting different behavior. The
risk-free rate for periods within the contractual life of the option is based on the U.S. Treasury yield curve in
effect at the time of grant. There were no such grants in 2007 and 2006.

NOTE 15: COMMITMENTS AND CREDIT RISK

Commitments to extend credit are agreements to lend to a customer as long as there is no violation of any condi-
tion established in the contract.  Commitments generally have fixed expiration dates or other termination clauses
and may require payment of a fee.  Since a portion of the commitments may expire without being drawn upon,
the total commitment amounts do not necessarily represent future cash requirements.  Each customer’s credit-
worthiness is evaluated on a case-by-case basis.  The amount of collateral obtained, if deemed necessary, is based
on management’s credit evaluation of the counterparty.  Collateral held varies, but may include accounts receiv-
able, inventory, property, plant and equipment, commercial real estate and residential real estate.

Letters of credit are conditional commitments issued by the Bank to guarantee the performance of a customer to
a third party.  Those guarantees are primarily issued to support public and private borrowing arrangements,
including commercial paper, bond financing and similar transactions.  The credit risk involved in issuing letters
of credit is essentially the same as that involved in extending loans to customers.

Lines of credit are agreements to lend to a customer as long as there is no violation of any condition established
in the contract.  Lines of credit generally have fixed expiration dates.  Since a portion of the line may expire
without being drawn upon, the total unused lines do not necessarily represent future cash requirements.  Each
customer’s creditworthiness is evaluated on a case-by-case basis.  The amount of collateral obtained, if deemed
necessary, is based on management’s credit evaluation of the counterparty.  Collateral held varies but may include
accounts receivable, inventory, property, plant and equipment, commercial real estate and residential real estate.
Management uses the same credit policies in granting lines of credit as it does for on-balance-sheet instruments.

At December 31, 2007, the Bank’s total commitment to extend credit was approximately $8,979,000. The amount
of fixed rate commitments was approximately $1,344,000 at December 31, 2007. The fixed rate loan commit-
ments at December 31, 2007, have interest rates ranging from 5.50% to 8.50%.

At December 31, 2007 and 2006, the Bank had committed to sell $0 and $167,000 of loans which it had not yet
funded, respectively.

From time to time certain due from bank accounts are in excess of federally insured limits. At December 31,
2007, approximately $3,343,000 was on deposit at US Bank. At December 31, 2006, approximately $10,424,000
was on deposit at US Bank.

NOTE 16: CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING PRINCIPLE

In 2006, the Company adopted SFAS 123(R) Share-Based Payments for the accounting of stock options and other
equity awards. The Company adopted FAS 123(R) using the modified prospective method and previous years have
not been restated. The Company has used the Black-Scholes option pricing model for all grant date estimations of
fair value as the Company believes its stock options have characteristics for which the Black-Scholes model pro-
vides an acceptable measure of fair value.

Our adoption of SFAS 123(R) impacted our results of operations by increasing salaries and benefits expense. The
amount of the impact was immaterial to the Company for the years ended December 31, 2007 and 2006.

NOTE 17: STOCK SPLITS

On November 30, 2006, the shareholders adopted a proposal to amend the Company’s Articles of Incorporation
to effect a 1-for-210 reverse stock split followed immediately by a 210-for-1 forward stock split of the
Company’s common shares. As a result of the stock splits, each shareholder owning less than 210 common
shares of the Company held of record in his or her name immediately prior to the stock split received $17.10 per
share in cash for each common share owned and was no longer a shareholder. The Company expended $531,000
in cash to redeem all shares of shareholders with fewer than 210 common shares resulting in a corresponding
reduction of shareholders' equity.

The purpose of the stock splits was to enable the Company to deregister its common shares under the Securities
and Exchange Act of 1934 (the Act), as amended. Management believes that deregistration of the Company’s
common shares will result in future cost savings that more than offset any benefits derived from maintaining reg-
istration of the Company's shares under the Act.

NOTE 18: RECENT ACCOUNTING DEVELOPMENTS

FASB Statement No. 157, Fair Value Measurements (Statement No. 157) – In September 2006, the FASB issued
Statement No. 157. This Statement establishes a common definition for fair value to be applied to GAAP guid-
ance requiring use of fair value, establishes a framework for measuring fair value and expands disclosure about
such fair value measurements. Statement No. 157 is effective for fiscal years beginning after November 15,
2007. The Bank adopted Statement No. 157, effective January 1, 2008. The impact of this new pronouncement is
not expected to be material to the Bank’s consolidated financial statements.

FASB Statement No. 159, The Fair Value Option for Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities (Statement No.
159) – In February 2007, the FASB issued Statement No. 159. This Statement permits entities to choose to
measure financial instruments and certain other financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value. This
Statement is effective for fiscal years beginning after November 15, 2007. The Bank adopted Statement No.159,
effective January 1, 2008. The impact of this new pronouncement is not expected to be material to the Bank’s
consolidated financial statements.

EITF Issue No. 06-4, in September 2006, the Emerging Issues Task Force (EITF) reached a consensus on EITF
Issue No. 06-4, “Accounting for Deferred Compensation and Postretirement Benefit Aspects of Endorsement
Split-Dollar Life Insurance Arrangements”. The issue requires that an employer who issues an endorsement split-
dollar life insurance arrangement that provides a benefit to an employee should recognize a liability for future
benefits in accordance with SFAS No. 106, “Employers Accounting for Postretirement Benefits Other Than
Pensions”, if in substance a postretirement plan exists, or Accounting Principles Board (APB) Opinion No. 12,
“Omnibus Opinion”, if the arrangement is, in substance, an individual deferred compensation contract, based on
the substantive agreement with the employee. This issue is effective for fiscal years beginning after December
31, 2007, with earlier application permitted. Management is currently assessing the impact of the Issue on the
Bank’s financial statements.
